e  Communicate in appropriate manner. which means I will not use ANY foul language. gestures. or harsh words. I will not use any verbal threats
of any kind.

I understand that pushing, kicking, hitting. or fighting are not acceptable behaviors and can be
grounds for dismissal.

DRESS CODE:
